it; Unless the LORD guards the city, The watchman keeps awake 

in vain.

How can you have an awesome marriage and family? 

 
1.  The LORD must be the builder of your home.  

“And if it is disagreeable in your sight to serve the LORD, choose for  

yourselves today whom you will serve ... but as for me and my  

house, we will serve the LORD." Joshua 24:15 

 
A. The LORD wants you to fully submit to Him.  

He is also head of the body, the church; and He is the beginning, the first-born 

from the dead; so that He Himself might come to have first place in 

everything. Colossians 1:18 

 

B.  The LORD wants you to genuinely walk with Him.

2.  The LORD must be the protector of your home.

B. You have an enemy prowling on the inside. 
For I know that nothing good dwells in me, that is,  

in my flesh.

3.  The LORD must be the multiplier of the home.

They shall not be ashamed, When they speak with their enemies in  

the gate.
