1. People cross the point of no return with continued unbelief.
Now | desire to remind you, though you know all things once for
all, that the Lord, after saving a people out of the land of Egypt,
subsequently destroyed those who did not believe. Jude 1:5

A. Many lIsraelites did not believe.
And the LORD said to Moses, "How long will this people spurn
Me? And how long will they not believe in Me, despite all the
signs which I have performed in their midst? Numbers 14:11

“AS I SWORE IN MY WRATH, 'THEY SHALL NOT ENTER
MY REST.’” Take care, brethren, lest there should be in any
one of you an evil, unbelieving heart, in falling away
from the living God. Hebrews 3:11, 19

B. Many church people do not believe.
