What is the man’s role in marriage?   

 
1.  The man is to be the leader.

B. He is not to be a passive leader but a proactive leader.             

 
 1.  He is to lead her in the things of God. 

 
 2.  He is to lead her in the direction of the home.     

 
2.  The man is to be the lover.                    

Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church  

and gave Himself up for her.  Ephesians 5:25

C. Love her by providing for her.
