How can you experience the blessings of a great family? 

 

1.  You must give the LORD His rightful place.

 B. Jesus will keep your family strong and secure.     

Therefore everyone who hears these words of Mine, and acts  

upon them, may be compared to a wise man, who built  

his house upon the rock.  Matthew 7:24 

 
2.  You must serve the LORD in sincerity and truth. 

 
 A. A great family is focused on being right not looking right.           

Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you are like  

whitewashed tombs which on the outside appear beautiful, but  

inside they are full of dead men's bones and all uncleanness.   

Matthew 23:27 

 
 B. A great family is honest about problems.     

 
3.  You must beware the pressure of false gods.   

…choose for yourselves today whom you will serve: whether the gods  

which your fathers served which were beyond the River, or the gods  

of the Amorites in whose land you are living… Joshua 24:15

 B. Don’t follow the culture of the present.   

  
4.  You must make a conscious choice to follow Jesus.
